The health status report for rodents must include results of serology and parasitology testing; reports older than 3 months are not acceptable.  The shipping of animals must be arranged by the DLAR Office to assure that a valid Animal Study Protocol exists, acceptable health reports and Non-Routine Vendor Questionnaire were received, and proper housing and supplies are available for the animals.
