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SITE AGREEMENT BETWEEN

EAST TENNESSEE STATE UNIVERSITY

(Residency or Fellowship Program)
and

(PARTICIPATING SITE)
THIS AGREEMENT, by and between East Tennessee State University on behalf of its (Residency or Fellowship Program), hereinafter referred to as "Sponsoring Institution," and (Participating Site) hereinafter referred to as “Participating Site”.
WITNESSETH
WHEREAS, Participating Site agrees to provide supervision and training to satisfactorily complete an ACGME residency requirement for residents/fellows in _______________.
WHEREAS, Sponsoring Institution residents/fellows at James H. Quillen College of Medicine, East Tennessee State University, desire to complete a residency requirement under the direction of Participating Site.

In consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, the parties have agreed and do hereby enter into this Agreement according to the provisions set out herein:

A.
The Participating Site agrees to provide supervision and training to residents/fellows. (Attachment A) provides specific goals and objectives, which have been developed according to ACGME requirements, and must be achieved during the rotation provided by the Participating Site to ensure ACGME requirement compliance and for accreditation purposes. 
B.
The Sponsoring Institution agrees to provide residents/fellows their residency rotation by working under the direction of Participating Site. The Sponsoring Institution agrees to pay 100% of the stipend and benefits according to the terms of the residency contract with concurrence and approval of the home hospital.  Residents/Fellows of the University are considered employees of the University and as such are covered under T.C.A. Section 9-8-307 et seq regarding liability coverage. OR The RESIDENT/FELLOW is responsible for malpractice insurance and license coverage during this rotation.  Proof of coverage provided to the Participating Site upon request.

C.
The parties further agree that the following shall be essential terms and conditions of this agreement:

1.
The Participating Site warrants that no part of the total contract amount provided herein shall be paid directly or indirectly to any officer or employee of the State of Tennessee as wages, compensation, or gifts in exchange for acting as officer, agent, employee, subcontractor or consultant to the Sponsoring Institution in connection with any work contemplated or performed relative to this Agreement.  If Participating Site is an individual, Participating Site warrants that within the past six months he has not been and during the term of this Contract will not become an employee of the State of Tennessee.

2.
The term of this contract shall be from ___________to ____________and thereafter shall be automatically renewed for four (4) additional one year periods for a maximum Agreement period not to exceed five (5) years.
3.
This Agreement may be terminated by either party by giving written notice to the other, at least thirty (30) days before the effective date of termination.

4.
If Participating Site fails to fulfill in a timely and proper manner its obligations under this Agreement, or if Participating Site shall violate any of the terms of this Agreement, Sponsoring Institution shall have the right to immediately terminate this Agreement and withhold payments in excess of fair compensation for work completed.

5.
This Agreement may be modified only by written amendment executed by all parties.

6.
The Participating Site shall not assign this Agreement or enter into subcontracts for any of the work described herein without obtaining the prior written approval of the Sponsoring Institution.

7.
This Agreement shall not be binding until it has been signed by all parties.

8.
Participating Site shall submit monthly evaluations to the Sponsoring Institution noting resident/fellow progress and/or deficiencies.

9.
Each party assures that it will not discriminate in the performance of this agreement on the grounds of disability, age, race, color, religion, sex, national origin, veteran status or any other classification protected by Federal and/or Tennessee State constitutional and/or statutory law.
10.
Any and all claims against Sponsoring Site for personal injury, liability and/or property damage resulting from the negligence of the University in performing any responsibility specifically required under the terms of this Agreement shall be submitted to the Board of Claims or the Claims Commission for the State of Tennessee.  Damages recoverable against the University shall be expressly limited to claims paid by the Board of Claims or Claims Commission pursuant to T.C.A. Section 9-8-301 et seq.

11.
HIPAA Requirements: To the extent required by federal law, the parties agree to comply with the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996, as codified at 42 U.S.C. Section 1320d ("HIPAA") and any current and future regulations promulgated there under, including without limitation, the federal privacy regulations, the federal security standards, and the federal standards for electronic transactions, all collectively referred to herein as "HIPAA Requirements." The parties agree not to use or further disclose any Protected Health Information or Individuality Identifiable Health Information, other than as permitted by HIPAA Requirements and the terms of this Agreement.


Each party will make its internal practices, books, and records relating to the use and disclosure of Protected Health Information available to the Secretary of Health and Human Services to the extent required for determining compliance with the Federal Privacy Regulations.
