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Ensure that all clinical requirements 
are on file and up-to-date with the 
Office of Student Services or TTU 

Clinical Coordinator. 

Ensure that final approval for 
placement has been given in Project 

Concert. 

Provide preceptor with student and 
faculty contact information, clinical 
performance evaluation forms and 

clinical course syllabus. 

Meet with preceptor to discuss 
preceptor’s expectations and 

clinical experience and develop 
clinical rotation plan (schedule) 

with preceptor. 

Discuss with preceptor beginning 
of semester course syllabus, 
clinical goals such as clinical 

learning needs, learning style, 
clinical experience needs, 
strengths, and areas for 

improvement. 

With each clinical experience, discuss 
with preceptor common diagnoses, 

patient illness, documentation, 
resource materials, treatment 
guidelines, standards and new 

pharmacologic drugs, etc. 

Document the clinical experiences and 
skills in Project Concert every clinical 

day 

Communicate regularly with your clinical 
faculty. If the clinical schedule changes, 

document the change on the clinical 
rotation plan, resubmit the document to 
the dropbox, notify clinical faculty, and 

preceptor of change  

Send a formal thank you in 
appreciation of their service and 

document the number of clinical hours 
you completed with the preceptor.
