a. A letter from the Dean of Student Affairs of the pharmacy school at which you are enrolled stating that you are eligible to continue in that program and whether you were subject to any disciplinary action.
b. A letter from a member of the pharmacy school faculty with pertinent personal and academic knowledge about you.
3. Transcripts:  You are required to submit official transcripts from all colleges/universities and pharmacy schools attended.  The transcripts must be sent directly from the registrar’s office.
Note:  An unofficial transcript is acceptable as part of the initial application
4. Test Scores:  You are required to submit an official report of your PCAT scores.
a. Note:  A copy is acceptable with the initial application.
5. Syllabi:  You are required to submit copies of the course syllabus from all coursework taken as part of the professional pharmacy curriculum in which you earned credit.  The course syllabi are used to evaluate course equivalency and to determine your academic standing.
Note:  All syllabi must be received in order for the committee to evaluate your application
