COLLEGE TERMINOLOGY

Credit Hours: A unit of measurement that indicates how much credit a student receives for taking a
course.

Part Time Student: Student who takes fewer classes than a full-time student. Typically, students who
take 11 or few credit hours per semester.

Full-Time Student: Student who is enrolled in the number of credit hours that their school requires for
full-time attendance. Generally, this is 12+ credit hours per semester.

Quick Fact: Financial aid can be affected depending on if a student is part- or full-time. Some grants,
scholarships, etc. require a student to be full-time including TN Promise.
